AtmoSniffer Calibration Runs; Notes

Data recovered on 1/25/2021 
Two parallel AtmoSniffers were running at the UDAQ Hawthorne station. 
Start Date/Time: November 16, 2020, 18:50:15 UTC = 11:50:15 MST
End Date/Time: January 25, 2021, 18:08:00 UTC = 11:08:00 MST

First data file, ATM00101.CSV, ends on November 17 at 18:23:48 UTC. So, each file seems to be about one day. 

Last full data file is ATM00311.CSV. It ends on January 25, 2021 at 11:32:47 UTC. 
Last data file is a partial file, ATM00312.CSV, ends on January 25, 2021 at 18:08:00 UTC and is less than one day (about 7 hours). 

The ICARTT data format metadata header has problems.

The AtmoSniffer data files have nine columns of data that don’t have headers. 

We don’t have either NH3 or CO2 data from UDAQ. 

Data files don’t have the correct dates in the directory. Data file naming seems to be yymmdd for the start date based on a start date of 1/1/2000. The file times are all 12:00 am, but that is not true and seems to slowly change in time. 
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
